Cell Phone Procedures

Cell phones and earbuds/headphones will not be allowed to be used during classroom instruction time.
Phones and earbuds/headphones will be put away in a location designated by the teacher and placed in
silent mode. Students will have access to their phones and earbuds/headphones outside of classroom
instruction time, such as between classes and during lunch, but devices should be put away when
students are in the serving line.

Late Work Policy Late work will be accepted with a 25% deduction in points. No late work will be
accepted after the end of the nine weeks.

Make-up Work/ Test
Policy

Students with excused absences will be allowed to make-up all work within three
days of returning to school. It is the student’s responsibility to ask for make-up
work. Students can get with a classmate or ask the teacher for help. Work that is not
made up will become a zero (including quizzes/tests). Many times, missed quizzes and
tests can be made up during school.
