Requirements for becoming a staff member are
as follows: fill out an application, be interviewed by the advisor and
present staff, and obtain three recommendations (one of which is the
present English teacher).

- Conduct interviews as needed
- Meet all required deadlines
- Be responsible for taking pictures at school events and

activities
- Attend events as needed to learn about their spread

All work missed on the day(s) of excused absences must be
made up within a timeframe determined by the teacher. It is the
responsibility of the student to ensure he or shemakes upwork
following excused absences. Students will not receive credit for and
will not be allowed tomake up any assignments, tests, work,
activities, etc., missed during unexcused absences.

LateWork: For work turned in late, the following policy will apply:
• The assignment will drop one LETTER grade for each school day

that passes. For example, if an assignment is turned in one school
day late, the highest a student can receive is 89%; two days late, 79%,
etc.
1 day late = maximum credit 89%
2 days late = maximum credit 79%
3 days late = maximum credit 69%
4 days late = maximum credit 59%
5-10 days late = maximum credit 50%

• Half credit is always better than no credit! Until work has been
made up, “Missing” (which counts as a zero) will be put in the grade
book. This will be updated once work is completed and turned in.

Accommodations: Requests for accommodations for this course or any school event are
welcomed from students and parents.
