Visual Arts 2 continues to build on the foundational skills students learned in Visual Arts 1.
Students will be taught color theory through various mediums such as acrylic paint,
gouache paint, colored pencil, oil and chalk pastel. Students will be introduced to various
printmaking techniques. Students will continue to draw from direct observation and will be
introduced to figure drawing. Expectations are high and completion of projects in a timely
manner is expected.

Homework and daily classwork/effort
will account for 30 percent of your grade. Students receive a daily grade for effort and daily
progression of work. Grades will be updated weekly in PowerSchools. Each grading period
will consist of nine weeks.

Homework/Classwork: Students who are absent for excused reasons will be permitted to
make up missed work. It is the student’s responsibility to get their work assignments
the day upon return to school and complete the assignments according to a time frame
determined by the teacher within two weeks of the date of the last absence. Grades of
zero will be assigned for assignments missed because of unexcused absences.
