Course Description:

Classroom Expectations:

This accelerated paced course will help prepare students for Advanced Placement English
Language or Advanced Placement English Literature. Pre-AP English 9 provides students
with experiences to enrich and expand their acquisition of grammar and communication
skills, appreciation of literature and selected classics, organization and presentation of ideas
and concepts, and cultivation of a variety of individual writing styles (as stated by the
curriculum catalog on the BJHS website). It is recommended that students registered for
this course maintained an A in English 8 or received credit for Honors English 8.

You are expected to conduct yourself in a respectful and productive manner. In addition to
all the rules and expectations listed in the student handbook, I expect you to have a positive
attitude, treat others with respect, practice self-discipline, and demonstrate responsibility.

Cell Phones

Cell phones and earbuds/headphones will not be allowed to be used during classroom
instruction time.

Grading Policy: Major assessments will count 70 percent of your grade. Homework and classwork will
account for 30 percent of your grade. Grades will be updated weekly in PowerSchools.
Each grading period will consist of nine weeks.

Cheating and plagiarism of any kind are never tolerated. The academic misconduct policy
of the school will be followed in this course. All sources should be credited, including any
use of AI (artificial intelligence.)
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Make-up Work Policy: Make-up tests will only be given to a student who has an excused absence. The student
must make arrangements with the teacher to take a make-up test. Tests may be taken
during Patriot Path with prior arrangement from each teacher. A student only has two
chances (the next two Patriot Paths after the absence) to make up a test. All make-up tests
will be administered in the designated classroom on the Patriot Path session roster.

Homework/Classwork: Students who are absent for excused reasons will be permitted to
make up missed work. It is the student’s responsibility to get their work assignments
the day upon return to school and complete the assignments according to a time frame
determined by the teacher within two weeks of the date of the last absence. Grades of
zero will be assigned for assignments missed because of unexcused absences.

Late work creates a backlog for you and your teacher. Work not turned in on time will
receive a grade of zero until completed. Daily assignments that are turned in after the work
has been checked by the teacher may receive no higher than 50%. Late tests/grades may not
receive higher than 75%. Exceptions may be made at the teacher’s discretion, especially for
extenuating circumstances. Please communicate with your teacher.

This program will help students discern when they are
using sources fairly, citing properly, and paraphrasing effectively - skills essential to all
academic work.

Students will have the opportunity to review their Turnitin originality report and will have
the opportunity to make revisions before submitting their work for grading. Once their work
is submitted, teachers have the opportunity to view the student/s originality report and grade
accordingly.
