student become proficient in the uge of the English language, but
not replace the student’s primary language.

Identification of EL Students at Madison Elementary
At registration, every child enrolled in the Alabama public school system ig given
a Home Language Survey. If a language other than English is provided on the
survey, students in Grades K-12 are assessed for English proficiency uging the
WIDA Screener or Model for Kindergarten. Thig screening tool is used to
determine whether a child is eligible for English language instructional services.
Parents may chooge to waive EL gervices.

Instruction at Madigon Elementary i¢ provided in English only and adapted to the
student’s English proficiency level. Thig involves teaching grade-level sub ject matter
in English in ways that are comprehengible and that engage students academically,
while also promoting English language development. Our EL Instructional Program is
designed to teach ELs explicitly about the English language, including the academic
language needed to access content instruction, and to develop their English

language proficiency in listening, speaking, reading, and writing.
