T’es branché, Level 1, Carnegie Learning - This text will be used as a supplemental resource.

Course Description

This course focuses on the language learner's ability to communicate about topics relating to
themselves, such as self-description, basic needs, daily activities, preferences, everyday conversation,
family, and friends. Students will read, listen to, speak, and write the target language at the novice level.
Students will explore various aspects of target culture through authentic texts and speech, visuals, and
hands-on learning. The final grade is calculated in the student’s high school GPA. Upon successful
completion of Level I French, the student receives a Carnegie Unit towards graduation.

Course Objectives

Students will be able to:

Communicate on familiar topics using words, phrases and simple sentences (sometimes
memorized)

Ask and answer simple questions and give basic information

Write brief paragraphs about familiar topics in present tense

Restate information using present and immediate future time frames on everyday life

Read and understand simple texts on familiar topics and sometimes locate the main idea
Understand words, phrases and simple sentences on familiar topics and sometimes the main
topic of what is being said

Present basic information on familiar topics

Recite songs and short skits

Gesture to enhance comprehension, use connecting words, prepositions and high frequency
phrases
