This will be the primary method for

Virtual courses will ONLY be accessible after 
completing an initial orientation course through 
the “BJHS Virtual Students” Schoology course, 
and not before Wednesday, August 11th



Once a student is enrolled in a virtual course, the 
course CANNOT and WILL NOT be dropped
