Course Objectives

Develop Fundamental Sculpture Skills: Students will learn and apply basic sculpting techniques such
as modeling, carving, and assembling using various materials.

Enhance Creative Expression: Students will explore their creativity by designing and constructing
original three-dimensional artworks that express their ideas and imagination.

Understand and Apply Art Concepts: Students will gain an understanding of key art concepts like
form, texture, and space, and how they relate to creating sculptures.
