One of the topics we discussed throughout the night was what a valuable
resource the green Practice Folder is for your family. For most of our students,
these sentences and passages are their “Just Right” reading. It is difficult to find
books at home or in the library that are on this level. So enjoy the GIFT of the
Practice Folder and let your child read to you from it each day.

We ask that you devote 10 minutes daily to spend with your child on the Practice
Sheet, the Practice Folder activities, and sight word flashcards. If you get through
all of it in 10 minutes, GREAT! If not, it is okay, just pick up where you left off the
next day. Stay positive and calm. Encourage your child and we'll see growth.

I added blue boxes throughout the slides to help explain what we discussed at
Parent Night. Unfortunately, even with adding the extra explanations, it does not
capture everything that was shared.
