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In our classroom this week, we are learning about the letters c and f. We are
going to learn to write the lowercase letters ¢ and f and learn about the sounds
these letters spell. First, we will learn about the letter c. Then we will learn about
the letter f. By the end of the week, we will practice what we have learned about
the sounds that letters c and f spell. Here is the information that we will use to
help us.

Lowercase letter ¢ spells the /k/ sound, as in the keyword cat.

Consonants Lowercase letter f spells the /f/ sound, as in the keyword fish.

High-frequency words are words that we see often when we
read. We have not yet learned to sound out these words. We
study and practice with a few of these words each week so we
can read them when we see them in phrases, sentences, and
stories.

Below are activities to practice at home this week. In addition, use the activities
and questions from the initial Family Support Letter to further assist your child’s
success in learning the weekly phonics focus.

Listen for the Sound

Ask your child to listen for the /k/ sound, as in cat, by saying, “I’'m going to say
some words. If the /k/ sound is in the word, show the thumbs-up gesture and say
the sound. If you do not hear the /k/ sound, say ‘NO’ instead.”
