Sentence Writing

Guide your child through writing sentences by saying, “Let’s write a sentence.
Remember that a sentence has 2 or more words. The first word in a sentence
starts with an uppercase letter, and there’s a punctuation mark at the end like a
period or question mark. Ready?” Then, read the following steps.

Listen to this sentence: Sis had a red bag.

Repeat the sentence with me: Sis had a red bag.

How many words did you hear? (5)

What is the first word? (Sis) Say the sounds and write the letters.
Remember that the first word of a sentence starts with an uppercase letter.
What is the second word? (had) Say the sounds and write the letters.
What is the third word? (a). Write the high- frequency word spelled a.
What is the fourth word? (red) Say the sounds and write the letters.
What is the fifth word? (bag) Say the sounds and write the letters.
