Course Description

9 Weeks Course -
In this course students explore the role of citizens in the United States. The curriculum addresses
representative democracy, law, personal economics, and civil responsibility.

The goal of this course is to create an environment for students to become competent citizens
committed to the fundamental values and principles of the constitutional democracy, which established
the Republic of the United States of America. This nine-week course will provide numerous
opportunities to achieve the objective of being informed and responsible citizens. Students will be able
to respectfully engage critically and constructively in a dialogue of ideas through class discussion, small
group assignments, and project-based learning.

Unit 3: The Constitution and the 3 Branches of Government
Unit 4: Amendments and Laws

Make-up Work/Test Policy
