Make-up Work:

 The assignment will drop one LETTER grade for each school day
that passes. For example, if an assignment is turned in one school
day late, the highest a student can receive is 89%; two days late, 79%,
etc.

3 days late = maximum credit 69%
4 days late = maximum credit 59%
5-10 days late = maximum credit 50%

book. This will be updated once work is completed and turned in.

Students will have the opportunity to review their Turnitin originality
report and will have the opportunity to make revisions before
submitting their work for grading. Once their work is submitted,




teachers have the opportunity to view the student's originality report
and grade accordingly.
