Course Description 6th Grade Social Studies provides constant opportunities for students to
explore prior knowledge and opinions as they focus on the history of the United
States from the Industrial Revolution to the present. An emphasis is placed on
economic, geographic, and historic changes that have influenced every aspect
of life during historical events, such as the rise of the United States as an
industrial nation, World War I and II, the Great Depression, and the Cold War.
Students will experience cooperative learning, large and small group
discussions, hands-on activities, and they will be exposed to primary sources, as
they learn about the reorganization of national boundaries and the movement
of the United States into the role of world leader.

Course Objectives The goals of the course are to create an understanding of the major forces that
have shaped the history of the United States, examine how Americans from
different backgrounds have experienced that history, and understand how that
history continues to influence our current understanding of the nation.
Students will develop and strengthen critical thinking skills by reading,
comprehending, and engaging with both primary sources and informational
texts. They will demonstrate their understanding of the text through various
formative and summative assessments. Students will be able to respectfully
engage critically and constructively in a dialogue of ideas through class
discussion, small group assignments, and project-based learning. Students will
develop and display clear written and verbal communication skills.
