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Course Syllabus

In this course students will progressively acquire the four basic language skills of
speaking, listening, reading, and writing using basic vocabulary expressions and
beginning grammar concepts. The course will allow students to communicate at a
novice level, while exploring the target culture. Students will also gain a better
understanding of their own language and culture in order to participate in the
global community. The course is taught mostly in Spanish.

If technology is needed in the classroom, then school issued Chromebooks
must be used.

Grades
will be a reflection of mastery of the standards and proficiency skills. Make sure
all absences are excused as class work can be made up and graded for excused
absences only. The Final Exam counts for 20% of the final grade.

Each student will have 2 opportunities in a two week time frame to make up a test
or quiz before a grade of 0 becomes the final grade. Any missed assignments are
due within 3 days of returning to school.
