Constitution:  The Latin Club will be made up of club members who have met eligibility requirements and have paid their current year dues.  Dues will be paid to the sponsors of the club and deposited in the club account.  All dues will be paid by the set time announced to all interested students.  Funds will be disbursed based on the budget submitted and created by the club sponsors and all funds will be used for club activities or for promoting the study of Latin language and/or Roman culture to students at JCHS and the greater school district community.  It shall be student driven with students working in leadership positions. The officer candidates will submit an application to a faculty sponsor by the announced deadline and will be placed on the ballot for election by club members.  Meetings of the club will be determined as needed by the officers and sponsors.  All activities will be planned by the officers, members and sponsors.    
The JCHS JCL Latin Club has no affiliation with any political or religious organizations.

Qualifications for Membership: All members must be students presently enrolled at JCHS, but no student will be denied membership on the basis of race, color, creed, sex, national origin, or disability.  Students enrolled in a Latin class at JCHS in the fall or spring semester of the current calendar year or who have completed 1 year of Latin study at JCHS are encouraged and welcome to join, but other students who are interested in learning and promoting Classical language and culture will not be excluded from Latin Club solely on the basis of never have taken Latin class.  All members must pay calendar year dues of $20-30 depending on year due to events/tShirts unless this fee is waived by a sponsor due to economic hardships.
