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	I. Course Description:
	Pre-AP Geometry is a course targeted to the advanced math student.  This course includes topics of traditional geometry but also includes advanced topics to prepare students to be successful in future AP math courses.  An average of 90 or above in Algebra I is recommended.

	II. Course Objectives:
	Students will have a mastery of the content standards for this course so they are able to succeed in future mathematic courses. The use of appropriate technology is encouraged for numerical and graphical investigations that enhance analytical comprehension.

	III.  Expectations:
	· Follow directions and be respectful of all persons in the class at all times.
· Be prepared for class each day.  This means having materials (book, notes, calculator, etc.) with you and ready to work when the bell rings.

· Students can expect homework on most days.  Like other math courses, Pre-AP Geometry continuously builds on previous covered material so completing homework when assigned is critical for success.
· Late homework will be accepted for half credit only. Late work will not be accepted after the student takes the unit test.  After all, the purpose of homework and classwork is to learn and prepare for tests.


	IV.Grading Policy:
	· Test grades will account for 70% of the 9-weeks grade, with the remaining 30% being determined by daily grades.  The daily category will consist of classwork, quizzes, and homework.

· Standard scale: A(90-100), B(80-89), C(70-79), D(65-69), and F(below 65).

	V. Make-Up Assignments:
	· When absent, a grade of NTN will automatically be entered it the gradebook.  It is the responsibility of the student to submit makeup work to replace the 0.  An NTN will show on iNOW as a 0.
· Makeup tests:  Students will need to make arrangements to make up test before or after school as soon as possible. 
· Make sure all absences are excused by front office.  I cannot classify an absent as excused.  Work can be made up and graded for excused absences only.
